In addition, the main 
university library (Hillman Library) 
maintains a sizable collection of 
materials on Japan in English and 
other languages and a strong 
collection of Japanese cinema and 
documentary �lms. The library 
subscribes to a wide range of current 
periodicals from Japan. The library is 
located on the second �oor of Hillman 
Library.

The library’s Japan Information Center 
functions as an information gateway 
between the United States and Japan 
and provides users with information 
on a broad range of subjects from 
Japanese culture to Japanese 
government policies.
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Japan Studies faculty represent 
specialists in eight departments 
(Anthropology, Classics, East Asian 
Languages and Literatures, 
Economics, History, History of Art and 
Architecture, Religious Studies, 
Sociology) and two professional 
schools (Education, Public and 
International A�airs).
