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Requirements for the 
undergraduate certi�cate include 
four courses (12 credits) on Paci�c 
Islands or Asia-related topics, two 
years (four terms) of a Paci�c 
Islands language, and/or an 
individually designed research 
project in the region. Graduate 
students must complete �ve 
courses (15 credits) of coursework. 

Among the bene�ts to students of 
enrolling in the certi�cate program 
are:

>> Eligibility to apply for research, 
conference and  scholarship funds. 
Forms and information are 
automatically sent to certi�cate 
students.

>> Monthly Asian Studies 
Newsletters and weekly emails 
announcing the many lectures, 
seminars, guest speakers, and 
activities sponsored by the Center. 

>> Special booklets produced each 
term that identify and describe 
classes with Paci�c Islands or Asian 
content from throughout the 
University.
