 Craig Baxter, a former foreign service officer and 
Professor Emeritus of politics at Juniata College, is the recipi-
ent of the MAR/AAS Distinguished Asianist Award for 2002. 
 Following service in the United States Army, 1952-
1954, Craig Baxter completed a Master’s degree in political 
science and course work for a doctorate in history before en-
tering the United States Foreign Service. He earned his doc-
torate in 1967 while in the foreign service. Among his over-
seas foreign service posts were Bombay and New Delhi, India; 
Lahore, Pakistan; Accra, Ghana; and Dhaka, Bangladesh. In 
the United States he served as senior political officer for Paki-
stan and Afghanistan, and officer in charge of international 
scientific relations with the Near East, South Asia, and Africa. 
Author of eleven books, numerous articles and reviews, Dr. 
Baxter has had a long and illustrious career in both the foreign 
service and academe. Among his most significant publications 
are Government and Politics in South Asia, a popular textbook 
that has gone through numerous editions, Bangladesh: A New 
Nation in an Old Setting, and Pakistan Under the Military: 11 
Years of Zia-ul-Haq.

From interstate 695: Take Exit 34 (Rosedale) and turn on to 
Maryland Route 7 (Philadelphia Road) in the direction of 
Rossville. Proceed ¼ mile north on Route 7 to traffic signal 
and turn left onto Rossville Boulevard. The campus is located 
approximately one mile on the right directly past Franklin 
Square Hospital Center. 
 
On Campus: At the first intersection, turn right. Turn right on 
the fifth parking lot isle. This will lead to the “E” Building.
