ABOUT THE ASC: The Asian Studies Center at the University of Pittsburgh has been designated since 1988 as an undergraduate National Resource Center in East Asian Studies by the U.S. Department of Education (one of only 15 in the country). This identifies the center as being among the best and most comprehensive in the country in research, public service, and teaching about East Asia. We have nationally recognized programs in Chinese and Japanese language and culture studies, with growing strengths in Indian and Korean studies. We are also proud to be host to a Confucius Institute sponsored by the Chinese government's Ministry of Chinese as a Foreign Language International, with a mission of promoting Chinese language and culture study in the United States.
Outreach is an integral part of ASC’s mission to serve the community and bring the University community and community at large together. Outreach includes PreK-12 and university-level programs for teachers and students, business and culture partnerships with area institutions, and a national coordinating site of the National Consortium for Teaching about Asia.
STUDENT PARTICIPANTS PROGRAM: The Student Participants Program is a way for undergraduate and graduate students at the University of Pittsburgh and area colleges and universities to volunteer at Asia-related activities for Pre-Kindergarten through 12th grade students, as well as university students and the general public. Our events include:
· Passport to the World series at Carnegie Library of Oakland 

· Student volunteers present a program on Asian stories, arts & crafts, dance, or other cultural activities to young library patrons and their families. 

· Cultural Activities for K-12 Students 

· Student volunteers assist with programs on Asian culture and hands-on activities at the University of Pittsburgh (and occasionally other venues, with transportation provided). These programs vary in content, but recent programs have included Chinese and Japanese calligraphy and Korean folktales and comics for Sewickley Academy’s 6th grade, games and stories about Chinese culture for the University Child Development Center’s 4-, 5-, and 6-year-old classes; and presenting on Asian nations at the Allegheny Intermediate Unit’s Geography Expo for 3rd graders in all City of Pittsburgh and Allegheny County schools.
· Theatrical Performances and Concerts 
· Student volunteers have assisted with stage crew, programs, and as backstage help at a number of concerts and theatrical shows, including a concert by Japanese pop star JERO, Korean dance performances, Chinese opera, taiko drumming, and many other events. 
· Film Series 

· ASC hosts a number of film series, from the fall Japanese Film Series to films shown at academic conferences and film series held off-campus. Student volunteers help with event coordination and creation and distribution of promotional and educational materials related to the films.
· One-Day Conferences for 7-12th Grade Students 

· ASC hosts or assists with events ranging from Model United Nations, the annual Japanese Speech Contest, International Connections (career opportunities for minority students), etc.
