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Guidelines for Asia Challenge Simulation Position Papers

Each delegation may submit a position paper that addresses one of the five topics on the agenda
(see topics below). Teams or individuals who do not submit their position paper by Monday,
January 24 will not be eligible for consideration to receive an award. At the end of the event on
Thursday, February 10, 2022, judges will recognize the top three position papers, one per room.

Position papers should be written from the perspective of the member nation you represent.
Papers in both paragraph form as well as detailed outlines will be accepted. The use of statistics,
quotes or dates are strongly recommended as they help to bolster your position. You are not
required to include a works cited page with your position papers; however, you may want to
include citations to aid in your own research and preparation for the day of the simulation.
