--Ibn Tamiyaa (1263-1328) – survival of Islam requires political power; absolute
 love of God, absolute hate for all God proscribes

--Mohd. ibn Abdul al-Wahhab (1703/4-1792) – God is absolute lawgiver; Koranic
 


literalism
--Hasan al-Banna (1906-1929) – founder of Muslim Brotherhood; Islam and the
 


state are inseparable

--Abu al-A’la Maududi (d.1989) – Pakistani; characteristics of Islamic state;
Sovereignty belongs to God alone

--Sayyid Qutb (1903-1966) – denounced western decadence and democracy;
 God is Absolute Will; “Koran is our constitution”; establish comprehensive
 Islamic state, even by force

--Abdullah Azzam (1941-1989) – “Join the Caravan”; caliphate; purification
through jihad; jihadis could overthrow a ruling power, whether secular or “unpure”

Southern Thailand – old vs. new dissidents
Malaysia/Singapore – internal security controls
Indonesia – long-time rebellions; transnational jihadism

Summary Observations

--religious dissidence and violence are inextricably bound up with ethnic identity

--violent jihadism still characterizes only a small minority of Muslims
--transnational jihadism, including foreign fighters, is made easier by

 “instant” communications and will pose continuing problems



--the persistence of Islamic dissidence will depend on local political/social

 accommodations and solutions
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
